1. Please provide a brief explanation outlining why you wish to establish a sister school relationship with a school in Victoria: 
First, to be widely open to the English-speaking world and not only the USA or Great Britain that we know better. The program would allow us to get to know Australia in depth. Secondly because we work on Australia with the pupils (the Aborigines, the origin of the country etc) and finally thanks to new technology we can interact easily with this country.  

Moreover we hope to organize mutual works on the commemoration of WWI. 
2. What does your school hope to achieve from a sister school relationship? 
We hope to have a genuine communication with Australian pupils to make our pupils use their English and to appreciate a different culture and way of life. Moreover, the other way round, we can make Australian pupils discover our school, our country, our traditions and use their French with French-born people.
3. What activities does your school propose to undertake to implement the program? 
We thought of creating a journal on our life in High School and send it to our sister school in French, then the sister school could do the same in English.  We can also organize a personal mail between pupils via mails or letters or Skype. We could also make videos of our everyday life and send it to the school which would do the same. Creating a blog would also allow the students to post documents, photos ,texts and links to websites.

If possible, it may lead to a period of study abroad for some of them.  
4. What financial and other resources is the school prepared to commit to this program? 
We have the material to organize all these activities (computers, cameras..) We would perhaps like to organize an exchange later but we have pupils from very different backgrounds and the trip would be quite expensive. So this will have to be re-thought in the future to find possible solutions. 

We can also have financial support from the government but that is only possible if we know exactly what our project will be.
5. How do you anticipate the program will be sustained by the school? 
Foreign language is part of our school organization and several projects aim at building strong language abilities (such as English training courses). It is thus a long-term commitment to any programme that will create  authentic links with another school. The principal of Raymond Queneau High School encourages our interest in  a  partnership with a Victorian school and will definitely support it in the future.
We hope to have active interaction between the pupils AND also between the teachers, as part of our own training, allowing us to exchange teaching methods. Sharing and building activities on both sides will be interesting. 
6. How does your school intend to evaluate the effectiveness and benefits of the program to the school? 
Our English team will be in touch with the teachers from Australia. We will also see the benefits in class because our pupils will certainly be more motivated and enthusiastic.
