1. Please provide a brief explanation outlining why you wish to establish a sister school relationship with a school in Victoria: 
Our school has established several international connections, and has ongoing exchanges. We entertain the idea of having a sister school in Victoria because it would be very interesting for our students to establish contacts with students in Australia — especially from a cultural point of view.
2. What does your school hope to achieve from a sister school relationship? 
We hope to gradually build ties between our schools by establishing email contacts, and if possible, by working on common projects — to be determined — involving language and IT skills. We would also promote individual mobility whenever possible.
3. What activities does your school propose to undertake to implement the program? 
The activities would range from email exchanges, to work on common projects. We could imagine exchanging videos that would allow students on either side to share chosen aspects of their respective cultures. Follow up can also be expected, in order to allow in depth exchanges (follow up questions and debates). We are also open to suggestions, and ready to adapt to a sister school’s possible requests.

The school is ready to help set up small projects, and make individual exchanges possible (by eventually not charging families for tuition in case of an exchange for example).
5. How do you anticipate the program will be sustained by the school? 
We have always tried to make partnerships sustainable, and have often succeeded in doing so — yet as you may know, the decision is not entirely ours.
