The English instructor responsible for the Pen Pal exchange video program is currently in the process creating a video production training program for the English Club, which will ensure a sustainable future for the partnership.
6. How does your school intend to evaluate the effectiveness and benefits of the program to the school? 

Following the completion of a set number of videos or a school term, we will evaluate learning goals for our students which include target knowledge of Australian culture and knowledge about the students with whom we communicated. Also, because these videos will be a series, it will be easy to see the progress that will be made through the topics that are covered.
