HEALTH & SAFETY LAWS
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Did you know that laws exist to protect you at work?
In Australia there are lots of laws that protect people:

workplace health and safety laws are found in the Occupational Health and Safety Act.

This Act has been made to ensure your safety while you are at work.  All workers – full-time, part-time, casual, contractors, and students – are protected by the Occupational Health and Safety Act.

Who is responsible for making the workplace safe?

Everybody has a part to play!

The employer must provide a safe workplace, safe machinery and equipment, and safe systems of work.

The worker must take steps to work as safely as possible, including:
1. Look after yourself at work: be aware of potential risks
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2. Think about the safety of other people

3. Follow instructions and training you have 

been given

4. Use the protective equipment provided for 

you

Section 21 of the Occupational Health Safety Act sets out the responsibilities of employers.

Section 25 tells you what workers must do.
