	SOSE CSF Level 6 Dedicated Unit of 3 lessons per week across 5 week unit

Note: Test must be supervised and conducted under test conditions.
	10   hours of class study

	Year 10 
	2 day intensive program, plus 4 hours out of class activities

	10 hours of class study

	Self – paced Student Learning Module 1 hour per week across semester

	Online Learning Module – similar to self-paced but students submit assignments online to teachers for correction across 1 semester.
