	Deciding the likely topic of a text

· Before the student reads the text, ask them to answer questions about the picture on the front cover of the text and suggest questions they could ask about the picture.

· Ask the student to predict what the story might tell them. 
	
	
	

	Reading and comprehending sentences

· Ask the student to read and visualise a sentence in the text and describe the image that they have created.
· As the student reads the text, ask them to retell what they have read in their own words.
	
	
	

	Working out the meanings of unfamiliar words in the text

· Ask the student to locate unfamiliar words in the text and explain their meaning.

	
	
	

	Working out the meaning of the text by inferring, questioning and summarising

· Ask the student to answer questions about what they have read in the story. 
	
	
	

	Linking meaning across sentences 

· Ask the student to link information presented across several sentences in the text.
	
	
	

	Reviewing, consolidating and responding to the text

· After reading the text, ask the student to summarise what the story was about in their own words.
