· Innovation in Digital Literacy (Winner - $10,000, Two Finalists - $1,000 each)
There is also an acknowledgement award for businesses - Learn Local for Business.  You can nominate a business you work with for their commitment to training their employees.  The winning Learn Local organisation and business will each receive a small prize.
