The ACFE Board is seeking Expressions of Interest from Learn Local organisations interested in participating in a 12 month Family Learning Partnership trial.  Learn Local organisations that have demonstrated capacity or interest in fostering family learning opportunities are encouraged to apply.

The Focusing on the Future strategy outlines key priorities for supporting the adult education sector, including strategies to address intergenerational disadvantage, specifically, designing and delivering family learning partnerships.  These partnerships seek to simultaneously raise the educational engagement and attainment of parents and children in family-based settings (such as early childhood centres, schools and community centres) while encouraging parents to progress to training and employment. 

The family learning partnership trials will provide activities and services to meet the needs, assets and capabilities of the local community with the aim of encouraging parents to start new learning journeys and to gain the skills, knowledge and experience they need to move into employment or formal education and training through a Family Learning Partnership approach.

Using a Community of Practice model, an experienced facilitator will be engaged to guide three communities of practice and support the implementation of Family Learning Partnership trials.  Through the communities of practice, Learn Local participants will be provided with the skills, resources and confidence to implement a Family Learning Partnership. 

Successful organisations will receive a grant of approximately $13,500 to support participation and trial activity. A lead Learn Local will receive approximately $5,500 to act as manager of each community of practice.  Please note: both amounts are approximate and dependent on how many organisations participate in the trials.
