Terms and Conditions 
This document sets out the Terms and Conditions for the 2018 Premiers’ Reading Challenge, Early Childhood.
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Background
1. The Promoter is Department of Education and Training (ABN 52 705 101 522) and is operating this trade promotion lottery in accordance with the Gaming Regulation Act 2003 and is consistent with Victorian Commission for Gambling and Liquor Regulation (VCGLR) guidelines located at: http://www.vcglr.vic.gov.au/home/gambling/new+applicants/trade+promotion+lottery/
2. For the purposes of the trade promotion lottery the Supervisor is Executive Director, Communications Division, DET or their nominee. 
3. Information on how to enter and prizes form part of these conditions of entry.  Entry into the promotion is deemed acceptance of these conditions of entry. 
Eligibility 
4. Entry to the Premiers’ Reading Challenge Early Childhood competition is restricted to approved early childhood services and approved kindergartens in Victoria.

5. Entry is automatic to approved early childhood services and kindergartens who register for the Premiers’ Reading Challenge for Early Childhood on the Premiers’ Reading Challenge website at www.education.vic.gov.au/prc when they register. 
6. Entry into the Premier’s Reading Challenge for Early Childhood and competition must be submitted by an approved early childhood service or approved kindergarten. 
7. Entry is not open to any person associated with the Competition, or with the provision of the prize(s), and their immediate families.
Entry Requirements

8. The promotion commences on Friday 1st June 2018 at 9.00am and concludes on Tuesday 31st July 2018 at 5pm (Promotional Period). 

9. To enter the competition, eligible approved childcare centres, kindergartens or playgroups have to have registered for the Premiers’ Reading Challenge on the Premiers’ Reading Challenge website at www.education.vic.gov.au/prc prior to 31st July 2018.
10. Entries will be deemed to be accepted at the time of receipt and not at the time of transmission. Incomplete, inaudible or incomprehensible entries will be deemed invalid.  No responsibility will be taken for lost, late or misdirected entries. 

Prizes – Winners
11. There are two categories for the competition – one for metropolitan Melbourne and one for regional Victoria. There will be one winner for each category.  Each winner will receive 100 books chosen by the Promoter in its sole discretion.

13. The two winners will be announced after the close of the Promotional Period by the Department of Education and Training on 6th September 2018. 14. If the prizes are unavailable, for whatever reason, the Promoter reserves the right to substitute the prizes for prizes of equal or greater value, subject to state regulation.

15. The Promoter reserves the right to validate and check the authenticity of any prize claim or entry before awarding a prize.
