[Title] For Students

Sonia Sharp: Interactive learning modules encourage students to discuss bullying, cyberbullying and responsible social media use. Advice sheets are also available to help deal with face-to-face and online bullying. In a series of videos Hailebury College students talk about growing up digital and share some of their ideas about issues young people face.

 [Title] For Teachers

Sonia Sharp: Students need to feel empowered to tell teachers when bullying occurs. Strategies that promote respect and positive relationships create a positive peer culture and help to prevent bullying in the classroom. Professional learning resources include a comprehensive activity guide to support teachers using interactive learning modules in their classroom. One module explores the benefits of social media but highlights no matter what protection users place around personal sites their online postings are still at risk of being seen by unintended audiences.

Sonia Sharp: The bullying prevention module developed by Professor Ken Rigby aims to support school employees to address cases of bullying. A vodcast series provides further information for teachers.
