Child Social Exclusion Index (0-15 yrs) 2011

The Child Social exclusion has emerged as one of the key concepts used to analyse multidimensional disadvantage, moving away from measuring disadvantage
purely in terms of income poverty. Social exclusion or ‘risk’ of social exclusion occurs when individuals or groups face a number of problems such as joblessness, low
income, low educational outcomes, lack of access to services and social groups, and poor physical and mental health. This multiple deprivation measure takes in a
range of factors that are important to an individual’s current and future wellbeing.
