Please provide a brief explanation outlining why you wish to establish a sister school relationship with a school in Victoria:
As we commemorate the centenary of Gallipoli Campaign(1915) and WW1(1914-1918) , we have been carrying out a project supported by TÜBİTAK(The Scientific and Technological Research Council of Turkey) in order to research Anzac-Turk relations and strong friendship started in Gallipoli during WW1 and developed for 100 years. We think that this fight in Gallipoli was a starting point for both Australian and Turkish nations. Both our district, Biga, which our  school is in, and Gallipoli are in the same city, Çanakkale. We’re close to eachother, 60Km(37mile). That’s why we are very enthusiastic about establishing an ongoing relationship with a school in Victoria while fulfilling this project.
What does your school hope to achieve from a sister school relationship:
The proposed sister school relationship aims to strenghten the friendship which was started to be built 100 years ago through reciprocal visits and contacts. Students are also eager to hear anything about Victoria and Australia and, obviously, this will be a unique opportunity to develop our students’ language skills in terms of communication or accent. Similarly, building relationships between our teachers and Victorian teachers will enhance their professional development and their opportunities for cultural exchange.

What activities does your school propose to undertake to implement the program?

We would like to work on some specific levels:

· Reciprocal visits. We will be pleased to commemorate the Centenary of WW1 and Gallipoli Battle together. Our town, Biga to Gallipoli is approximately 60Km(37 mile) so we can accompany you to Gallipoli during your visit here. To achieve this, we can provide you a detailed Gallipoli tour and also a professional guide to explain the battle in the peninsula. We can build a group of students (10 - 15 total) that would  welcome Australian students and would also visit Australia. It is our strong wish that such an exchange should happen in the next 3 or 4 years during the centenary of WW1(2014-2018)  and Gallipoli Campaign.

· Through school visits, cultural visits, homestay programs, Turkish - Australian cultural experience, the students will participate in various cultural festivals and historical tours in that region and share ideas, cultural and raise historical conscious.

· The students can exchange various cultural nuances, such as, sending and receiving food recipes, emails, letters,  and etc. with specific goals and presentation each time. We could have a blog with pictures, recordings, etc.
· Both  Turkish and Australian teachers could develop opportunities to exchange course material, information on methods and practices and on educational matters in general.

· We can organize mutual video conferences, slide and presentation competetions via some internet portals such as edmodo, prezi, emaze and etc.
 What financial and other resources is the school prepared to commit to this program?

        Our school and the area surrounding the school are very rich with international experience and English education is strongly supported in Turkey. Our homestay program provides safe security and housing. We guarantee that we will provide a high standard of welcoming and caring about our guest students and teachers.
