1. Please provide a brief explanation outlining why you wish to establish a sister school relationship with a school in Victoria: 
We have been contacted by the French Ministry of Education with regards to a cooperative program with Australia as we commemorate the First world war and because Brisbane hosts the next G20 meeting. We were very enthusiastic about this project. Australia is too rarely dealt with in our school programs, yet it has a huge impact in the Anglo-Saxon world. Students are often eager to hear anything about this country. 
We could work on the different types of commemoration of the First World War, on the role Australia has played, plays, and wants to play on the international scene. On a more personal level, students could be invited to discuss and compare what their country means to them, what activities they practice, how their life is organised, etc.
2. What does your school hope to achieve from a sister school relationship? 
Sister school relationships are essential to the intellectual and personal development of our students. This type of programs can really be a way for all students, whatever their level or skills, to get involved in a concrete project that gives meaning to their studies. 
The English teachers will be the leaders in this program, and, obviously, this will be a unique opportunity to develop our student’s language skills in terms of communication or accent.
3. What activities does your school propose to undertake to implement the program? 
We would like to work on two levels: 1) start with an exchange of emails with specific goals and presentation each time, we could have a blog with pictures, recordings, etc.; and 2) build a group of students (15 or 16 total) that would eventually welcome Australian students and would also visit Australia. It is our strong wish that such an exchange should happen in the next 2 or 3 years. 
4. What financial and other resources is the school prepared to commit to this program? 
In terms of financial help, the school is ready to pay for the trip of two teachers to Australia and to help students (up to 1000€/student) too if a trip is indeed planned and organised. 
We have a computer lab, we’d be ready to invest in it – should it be necessary – to have a better internet connection for example. 
The school library also has a budget to buy books or DVDs if we were to have a common syllabus and suggestions for readings. 
Lastly, should we organize a video meeting, we could have the students coming back to school before classes because of the time difference, it would not be a problem to plan this at all.  
5. How do you anticipate the program will be sustained by the school? 
The Lycée Marc Bloch has a strong commitment to international relations, which is at the core of its educational project, indeed, it is one of the four pillars or the “school project” which every school in France has to elaborate. We have a team of dedicated and experienced teachers ready to get involved in this project in the long run. The school direction and management is highly supportive of these projects too. 
Marc Bloch High already has a sister school program with Nimbo (near Shangai) in China and with Ritterhude (near Bremen) in Germany.
6. How does your school intend to evaluate the effectiveness and benefits of the program to the school? 

We would have three types of evaluation: first the school officials in our area would be invited to comment upon the program and to visit the school to discuss the effectiveness and benefits. Then, our school board and educational board would be informed of our proceedings and be invited to question and comment the program as well. Finally, the feedback from the students involved would be essential for us all to evaluate the benefits of the program to the school.
