Effective Mentoring Program

The Effective Mentoring Program (EMP) is a
professional learning opportunity for experienced
teachers who hold full registration with the Victorian
Institute of Teaching (VIT). It seeks to enhance the

mentoring knowledge and skills of participants so they

can support graduate and returning teachers in
achieving full registration.

Completion of the EMP qualifies participants as a VIT

trained mentor and allows them to form part of a
workplace recommendation panel.

The program is delivered as a partnership between
the Department of Education and the VIT.

e all early childhood settings

e non-school education settings (e.g. hospitals and
