Background

As advised in the 2013 ACFE Board Purchasing Package Learn Local organisations who grant fee concessions for eligible learners in government subsidised pre-accredited programs are reimbursed a proportion of forgone revenue. 

Provider payments are calculated on the basis of Student Contact Hours (SCHs) claimed as fee concessions through the final 2013 pre-accredited training delivery data uploaded into SVTS. 

Payments

Learn Local Organisations and Adult Education Institutions who have forgone revenue in 2013 through provision of fee concessions to eligible learners in government subsidised pre-accredited programs will be paid a contribution through Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT) on 27 June 2014. 
Providers are reminded that ACFE Board Pre Accredited fee concessions are based on set parameters and as records may be subject to a compliance audit they will need to be available if required to substantiate the claim against which these payments have been made. 

Please note that payments are only paid to those providers who have provided the relevant data through SVTS in 2013 in their final upload. Providers who have not satisfied this requirement will not receive a payment. When calculating payments hours will be calculated to a maximum of the contracted value.
