B2 Year 11 Leaving Certificate
(discontinued in 1972)

The Year 12 Matriculation Certificate
(discontinued in 1969)

The Higher School Certificate (HSC)
introduced.

The Victorian Certificate of Education
(VCE) introduced.

VCE introduced as a two-year
certificate for Years 11 and 12.

Introduction of Vocational Education
and Training (VET) into VCE.

Victorian Certificate of Applied
Learning (VCAL) introduced into
Victorian schools.

Release of the Review into Vocational
and Applied Learning Pathways in Senior
Secondary Schooling.

Design and development of a new
certificate and curriculum for the
Victorian Pathways Certificate (VPC)

and VCE Vocational Major.

Consultation with schools, teachers,
students, parents, education providers,
disability peak bodies and industry.

Release of the final certificate
and curriculum.

Students will receive information and
guidance on the new pathway options
through their course counselling
sessions.

First enrolments in the
VPC and VCE Vocational Major.
VCAL is no longer offered.
